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Case Studies

A freshman from the local college just moved to the area and is looking to plug into a
church. She came to your church the first week after moving into campus. She finds
the person in the lobby who is responsible for scheduling Kids Ministry volunteers.
She asks if she can be put on the schedule to start serving as soon as possible. She
assures the scheduler that she has a lot of Kids Ministry experience through her High

School years.
1. What are the concerns?
2. Based on the 5 C’s, how do you assess this situation?
3. What are some potential steps to communicate or take action with this eager
potential volunteer.

There is a teacher who is one of the most engaging teachers in your ministry. The
problem is that he is always 5-10 minutes late for class. There is always trouble

shooting to figure out how to fill his role until this all star teacher shows up.
1. What are the concerns?
2. Based on the 5 C’s, how do you assess this situation?
3. What are some potential steps to ensure classrooms are properly staffed?

A teacher in an elementary class has a teenage helper for an assistant teacher. The
teenager spends more time looking at her phone screen (and makes a Tik Tok 1-2
times a class) than engaging with the kids in her class. The adult teacher feels like

she is running the whole class by herself.
1. What are the concerns?
2. Based on the 5 C’s, how do you assess this situation?
3. What are some potential steps to help the adult teacher feel more supported?

A Middle School Youth Leader is teaching a small group lesson with 7th grade boys.
After the lesson, the boy shares with the Youth Leader, “Can you promise not to tell
my parents? | have been struggling with pornography and | don’t know what to do.”
The leader feels compelled to tell the boy’s parents, but also recognizes the boy
shared this struggle in confidence. The Youth Leader doesn’t share it with the
parents. The boy is caught looking at pornography a few weeks later by his parents.
He did tell his parents that he confessed his sin to his small group leader several
weeks ago. The parents were surprised to know their son’s small group leader knew

about this struggle weeks ago.
